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The War of Annihilation Agains v

Germany invaded the Soviet Union on 22 June 1941. The Second
World War, which had begun with the German invasion of Poland
on 1 September 1939, now entered a new and decisive phase. This
ruthless »conquest of new lebensraum« was characterised by anti-
Semitism, anti-Bolshevism, anti-Slavism and racist fanaticism. The
mass murder of millions of Soviet citizens through acts of war, mass
shootings or starvation was factored into the strategy for the
war of annihilation from the start. The SS, police, and Wehrmacht
rounded up Jews and Roma (so-called Gypsies) behind the front
lines and massacred men, women and children. At least 27 million
citizens of the Soviet Union died during the German-Soviet war,

most of them civilians.
